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project description
Kamm's Corners Development Corporation (KCDC) retained D.B.
Hartt to prepare a revitalization and redevelopment plan for the
Rocky River Drive Corridor south of Lorain Avenue. KCDC and the
surrounding community it represents wished to address an
oversupply of obsolete retail in the corridor. The plan provides
various innovative yet practical alternatives with an emphasis on
the feasibility of residential development.

As part of the preparation for the study, the consultants evaluated
demographic, housing and market data; and prepared general land
use policies, potential development options and design guidelines.
The final plan provides policy recommendations such as standards
for visual characteristics, higher density infill housing, and mixed-
use development. Recommendations for two specific study areas
provide detailed  implementation strategies.
